In 2026, four (4) Secondary Instrumental / Vocal Scholarships will be awarded to students entering Years 7
to 12. They will be known as the St Mary’s Anglican Church Scholarships. These scholarships will be open
to new and existing students at Georgiana Molloy Anglican School. Valued at $750 per annum the
Scholarships are to provide assistance towards the private tuition costs for voice or a chosen instrument. The

Instrumental or Vocal Tutor may or may not be a tutor at Georgiana Molloy Anglican School.

The Scholarships will be for one (1) year. Scholarship holders may reapply at the completion of the academic
year for scholarship renewal.
